GUIDELINES FOR SUMMER COLLABORATIVE 

FACULTY/STUDENT RESEARCH PROGRAM

Social Sciences, Arts & Humanities

Scope and Purpose

The goal of the summer program is to encourage and to facilitate collaborative research projects of Lewis & Clark College faculty and students.  Each stipend provides $3,000 for a faculty member and $2,000 for a student, over two consecutive months in the summer as assistance for full-time study or research.  Summer stipend recipients may not hold major fellowships of grants during the tenure of their awards, and they must devote full time to their projects for the two months of their duration.  Faculty who seek support for equipment, travel, and ancillary expenses should apply through the Associate Dean to the Faculty Research Grant Program.

Application Deadline and Award Notification

Applications for awards must be submitted electronically to Terri Banasek (banasek@lclark.edu) no later than February 13, 2012.  Awards will be announced by March 31, 2012.  Stipend recipients will be expected to submit a brief summary report to the Office of the Dean at the conclusion of the summer.

Eligibility

All tenured and tenure-track faculty and continuing undergraduate students in the Social Sciences and Arts and Humanities at Lewis & Clark College are eligible.  Continuing students are defined as students who will be enrolled at least through the fall term following their summer of research.

Criteria for Selection

Applications for Summer Stipends will be judged using the following criteria:

1. The quality or the promise of quality of the applicants’ work;

2. The conception, definition, organization, and description of the proposed project, including the nature of the proposed collaboration and its educational value to the student;

3. The significance of the contribution that the proposed project will make in the applicants’ field;

4. The likelihood that the applicants will complete the proposed project.

General Application Instructions

The completed application will consist of a packet containing the following materials:

1. The summer stipend application cover sheet (attached);

2. A faculty curriculum vitae and current student transcript and resume;

3. An abstract which could describe the purpose of the project to someone outside of the field in less than 100 words;

4. A detailed description of the proposed study, not to exceed three single-spaced or six double-spaced pages;

5. A bibliography for the project, where appropriate, not to exceed one page.

Specific Guidelines for Description of Proposed Study

The proposal for a summer stipend must include enough detail about the ideas, objectives, and methods of the project to enable an assessment of the project’s quality, significance, and feasibility.

Proposals should be clearly written and should cover the following matters:

1. Conception and Definition of the Project

Applicants should describe the specific program of study or research planned for the stipend period, explaining the basic ideas or questions to be explored and illustrating the approach or line of thought to be taken, insofar as these have been developed.

In addition, applicants should explain the relationship of the proposed project to their immediate and long-range study or research objectives.  They should also explain the relationship of their projects to the work of other scholars in the same general area.

2. Significance of the Project

Applicants should indicate clearly the significance of the proposed work and explain why the project is important.

3. Plan for Student/Faculty Collaborative Research and Methodology

a. What is the student’s role in the research?

b. How will the student benefit?

c. What is the present state of the proposed study?

d. What work has thus far been done for the project?

e. What remains to be done?

f. What make the proposed methodology particularly appropriate for the applicants’ investigation?

g. Where will the study be conducted?

h. Will the applicants have access to the archives, equipment, collections, institutions, or persons essential for carrying out the project?
