Student Conference Travel Program

The College will devote up to $10,000 per year from indirect cost recovery from science research grants to support travel of students to scientific conferences to present their results.  It is expected that this will enable conference attendance for eight to ten students per year. 

Students must be nominated by their faculty mentors.  Normally only one student per year may be nominated by each faculty member in order to ensure that students from many different labs can be supported.  Students applying for this support will be expected to have first applied for a SAAB Grant: http://college.lclark.edu/student_life/associated_students/saab/grants/.   
If the SAAB application is declined or an award does not cover the full cost of conference attendance, then the student will be eligible for these funds.  The student’s SAAB application should be turned in with the completed application form.  
Requests are subject to the following guidelines:

· Only students presenting their own work in a poster or a talk at a conference will be eligible.

· Students can receive funding for only one conference per year.

· Funding will be available for domestic conferences only, with a limit of $1200 for all costs, including travel, registration, lodging and meals.

In the event that the requests for conference travel exceed the available funding, then the following criteria would be used to distinguish among applicants. 

· Preference will be given in the order of class rank (e.g., seniors, then juniors, etc.). 
· Preference will be given to students who have not been supported to attend a conference previously over those who have received prior support. 

Faculty members will be solicited each semester to nominate students for this purpose, with application deadlines of October 15 and February 15.  When possible, all applications in each semester will be considered at the same time.
