Overseas study
· For the third year in a row, U.S. News & World Report has lauded our overseas and off-campus study program as one of the best in the nation. Lewis & Clark is the only school in the Pacific Northwest to make the study abroad list, which also features Dartmouth, Georgetown, and Stanford. [Newsroom 9/09/2014]
· The Institute of International Education and the U.S. Department of State rank Lewis & Clark as one of the top 10 baccalaureate institutions in the nation for overseas study programs, and among the top 15 for number of international students and scholars. [Newsroom 11/14/2013]
Top 25 Best Western Colleges—Lewis & Clark has risen to number 20 on Forbes’ ranking of the best colleges in the West. Forbes bases its rankings on outcomes: What are students getting out of college? [Newsroom 7/31/2014]
Integrated sustainability—Lewis & Clark is one of the greenest schools in the nation, according to the Princeton Review and Sierra magazine. Named number 5 in Sierra’s list of “Cool Schools,” it is also one of only 24 schools in the nation to make the Princeton Review 2015 Green Rating Honor Roll, which highlights sustainability-related practices, policies, and academic offerings. Distinctive Programs
The fast-growing Center for Entrepreneurship has moved into new space on the third floor of J.R. Howard Hall after hiring a managing director this past year, establishing the Mentor Connections program, and launching its first courses for academic credit.
Honoring academic leadership: Student achievements
Seven members of the class of 2014 and five other alumni will spend the next year overseas after receiving prestigious awards from the Fulbright Program. This is the largest number of Lewis & Clark students and alumni earning Fulbright honors in a single year. Established in 1946, the Fulbright Program fosters mutual understanding among nations through educational and cultural exchanges. Lewis & Clark is one of the top producers of Fulbright award winners in the country, demonstrating a sustained commitment to international education and engagement. [Newsroom 4/15/2014]
Three students received a Barry M. Goldwater Scholarship for 2014, more than at all other Oregon universities and colleges combined. Goldwater Scholarships are widely considered the preeminent award in the United States for undergraduates preparing for careers in the sciences. In the last 10 years, we have had more Goldwater Scholars than any other Oregon college or university. [Newsroom 3/31/2014]
For the eighth year in a row, Lewis & Clark students have earned a competitive grant from international philanthropist Kathryn W. Davis’s 100 Projects for Peace Initiative. Project leaders Nway Khine CAS ’15 and Sam Shugart CAS ’15, along with Katie Schirmer CAS ’17 and Ira Yeap B.A. ’14, will teach English to orphans in Taunggyi, Myanmar. [Newsroom 4/29/2014]
Joyce Iwashita CAS ’15, an economics major from Hilo, Hawai’i, earned a highly competitive Truman Scholarship, the nation’s top prize for undergraduate leaders. Joyce received one of 59 scholarships awarded this year, an honor that brings up to $30,000 for graduate study and leadership training in preparation for a career in government or the nonprofit sector. Life after L&C: Distinctive alumni

The National Science Foundation awarded prestigious Graduate Research Fellowships to six alumni for demonstrating promise as leaders in their fields. NSF fellows receive three years of support for graduate studies and are honored for their potential to contribute significantly to research, teaching, and innovations in science and engineering. Since 2010, 21 Lewis & Clark alumni have been awarded NSF fellowships. [Newsroom 4/03/2014]

Graduate School of Education and Counseling

In 2014, the Graduate School of Education and Counseling celebrates 30 years of working in schools, agencies, and communities to help young people and adults realize their full potential.

· Since 1984, more than 6,500 educators, counselors, and community leaders have earned master’s, educational specialist, and doctoral degrees from Lewis & Clark.

· In Oregon and Washington, graduate school alumni have been recognized as distinguished teachers or as Teachers of the Year 12 times, and as distinguished school leaders or as Principals/Superintendents of the Year 15 times. Alumni have also received numerous national awards and been recognized for their excellence as addiction counselors, school counselors and psychologists, coaches, and library media specialists.
Since opening in January 2012, the graduate school’s Community Counseling Center has provided low-cost services to nearly 1,000 clients. 

The graduate school has launched a new program of study leading to a Master of Arts in Student Affairs Administration. Designed to prepare graduates for professional positions in higher education, the program is distinctive for its special emphasis on issues of diversity, equity, and social justice. Funded by a grant from the Oregon Department of Education, the graduate school has opened the Teaching With Purpose Leadership Institute. The institute will train and support more than 100 school leaders in coaching culturally responsive teaching strategies and institutional practices in schools and districts over five years. Law School
Jennifer J. Johnson became dean of the Law School on June 1, succeeding Robert Klonoff, who is stepping down at the end of the academic year. Johnson, the Erskine Wood Sr. Professor of Law, is a widely respected teacher and scholar who has served on the law school faculty since 1980. [Newsroom 12/6/2013. Advocate Magazine—Fall 2014.]

Renowned Indian law attorney Walter R. Echo-Hawk will be the first Walter R. Echo-Hawk Distinguished Visiting Professor in the spring of 2015. A distinguished author, tribal judge, law professor, and member of the Pawnee Nation, Echo-Hawk worked at the epicenter of the social movement that saw Indian tribes reclaim their land and sovereignty. The Small Business Legal Clinic (SBLC) with Lewis & Clark Law School has been named one of the new Law School Clinic Certified Pilot Trademark Programs of the United States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) beginning this fall.
